Edward Snowden. a computer expert a·nd fonner ClA systems administrator; 
released confidential Government documents to, the press abo\Jt tbe ･ｸｩｳｴ･ｮｾ＠
of Government surveiUance programmes. According .o many legal experts and 
the US Government, his actions violated the Espionage Act of 1917. which 
identified the leak of State secrets as an. act of treason. Yet, despite the fact 
that be broke the ｬ｡ｷｾ＠ Snowden argued tha he had a moral obl igation to act. 
He gave a justification for his "whistle blowing,' by stating that he had a duty 
"'to inform the pubUc a.s to tbaL whieb is done io their name and that which is 
done against them." 

According to ｓｮｯｷ､･ｾ＠ the ｇｯｶｾｲｮｭ･ｮｴ ｾｳ＠ violation of privacy had to be exposed 
regardl ess of legality since more substantbre issu9s of social action .and public 
morality were involved here. Many agreed with Snowden Few a:l'gu€d that he 
broke the law and ,compromised national e) curity. for which he should be held 
accountable.
